The Moscow boxing team to meet London at the Albert
Hall on Wednesday is a strong one—though, naturally, not
quite so strong as an all-U.5.5.R. team would be. For one
thing, the match coincides with the Soviet individual and
team youth championships in Baku, so Moscow will be minus
the services of bantamweight Oleg Grigoriev, 1957 European

and 1958 Soviet champion and the ever-improving middle-
weight Yury Feofanov, among others. iy

Here coach Sergei Shcherbakov tells us something about
the team members, and the Soviet boxing story.

INCE that first encounter in

London in 1955, interest in
Soviet-British boxing matches has
been growing all the time.

The 1955 visit {o London, at the
invitation of the Amateur Boxing
Association, resulted in an 8-2
victory for the Soviet Union.

One of the two Soviet losers was
Gennady Shatkov. He went ‘down
to the 1953 European champion,
Bruce Wells.

Following that defeat, however,
Gennady went on to capture Euro-
pean honours in 1955 and Olympic
honours the following year at
middleweight.

British boxers then made a return

visit to Moscow in April, 1956, and
went down 7-3.

On this visit the Moscow team
will consist mainly of young
fighters, but they have rich inter-
national experience.

One of them will be remembered
by the British fans. He is bantam-
weight Boris Stepanov, an elcctri-
cian who was in that 1955 team
which visited London and Glasgow.

Although a little past his best,
Boris, of the noted British stand-up
style, can point to a record which
shows 181 victories in 195 bouts.

Champion of Moscow 1953-57,
he was a finalist in the 1953 and
1955 European tournaments, He

has only been beaten in four of his
44 inte’rnationali clashes.
Heavyweighti: Andrei  Abramoy,
23, will be rememberd by the
British fans who watched the tele-
vised European championships,

Abramov won the title and
added Soviet championships to his
name in 1957 and 1958.

He was also champion at the
Third International Youth Games.

Skilful Youngsters

A turner by trade, Abramov has
won 121 of his 133 bouts and is

unbeaten in 14  international
appearances.
Other skilful youngsters are

Koromyslov, a fitter, and a 20-year-
old turner, Kiselev.

““We have called this radiation
‘ terrestrial * inasmuch as-it'is ob-
served around the Earth,” Vernov
says, ** but conditions necessary for
the appearance of such radiation
can also exist on other celestial
bodies.

“This phenomenon is - being
studied extensively at present, both
theoretically and experimentally.
There is a competition in this field,
in the hest sense of the word,
between Soviet and American
physicists.”

HE plan of work drawn up by
Pulkovo Observatory, Leningrad,
for next vear shows a big expansion
of astranomical observations, especi-
ally in the field of radio astronomy.
Seven radio telescopes will be used
for an intensive series of observations
in the 2-30 cm. wavelength range.
